DIRECTOR JIM FREDERICKS' LETTER TO THE
HUNTERS, ANGLERS AND TRAPPERS OF IDAHO

Traditionally, this letter includes a photo of the director, but I chose instead to show a photo of public
engagement from the March Fish and Game Commission meeting when the big game seasons and rules in this
brochure were set. I chose the photo as a reminder to hunters that the content of this brochure is the product of
public participation.

That process began with biologists and managers assessing wildlife populations and the capacity to sustain harvest.
The process ended with the Fish and Game Commission considering the Department staff’s reccommendations and
making the decisions reflected in this brochure. But the most important part of that process is what happened in
between — the presentation of the preliminary proposals to the public, and the opportunity for people to provide

feedback.

Prior to the March Commission meeting, regional wildlife staff across the state hosted public meetings to provide
interested sportsmen and women the opportunity to meet face-to-face and discuss proposals. Recognizing not
everyone has the time to attend an evening meeting, Fish and Game staff also prepared videos that summarized
proposals. The meetings and presentations included descriptions of each proposed change, the rationale behind

it, and where the ideas came from. In some cases, the proposals are out of biological necessity and in response to
changes in wildlife populations. In other cases, proposals are more about meeting the demand for different hunting
experiences and opportunities. In the latter case, the proposals often originated from hunters rather than Fish and
Game staff.

The public comment process often results in people being split on whether they support a particular proposal. As
hunters and anglers, we frequently have different ideas on how we should allocate opportunities for limited resources.
In other words, we have competing interests, and it’s rare that everyone is completely happy with any given season-
setting outcome. That can lead people to conclude their input wasn’t heard, which is not the case. While we can
listen to everyone who provides input, not everyone can get what they want due to competing interests.

People who engage in the process know that Fish and Game staff frequently modifies proposals and adjusts our final
recommendations to the Commission based on what we hear from people, and Commissioners further consider
public input before they make final decisions.

The seasons, rules and restrictions here are the product of a process that’s meant to balance biology and population
objectives with the many competing interests among the hunting public. We welcome and encourage public
participation fully knowing not everyone will be completely happy, but recognizing the opportunity for everyone to
have their say will ultimately produce a better final product.

Thank you for your interest in hunting in Idaho, and thanks to everyone who took the time to engage in the season-

setting process!

To use this brochure:

This brochure covers only seasons and rules for hunting deer,
elk, pronghorn, black bear, mountain lion and gray wolf.
Separate brochures contain information about hunting upland
game, turkey, furbearer and falconry; waterfowl, crow, dove and
sandhill crane; and moose, bighorn sheep and mountain goat,
and are located online at idfg.idaho.gov/rules.

Big game hunting in Idaho is regulated by numbered game
management units. For a map of Fish and Game regions and
game management units see pages 84 and 85.

¢ Pick the species you want to hunt, then refer to the section on
that animal.

* Refer to the map on pages 84 and 85 to find an area to
hunt.

* Find the unit numbers on the map and look up the seasons
and restrictions for those units.

General seasons for black bear, mountain lion, mule deer and
white-tailed deer are arranged by units.

Some seasons labeled regular deer include mule deer and white-
tailed deer, other seasons are labeled white-tailed deer only or
mule deer only.

General seasons for elk are arranged by larger areas called elk
management zones, which are made up of one or more game
management units. For a map of elk zones see page 35.

General hunting and trapping seasons for gray wolf are located
on pages 77 - 82.

Controlled hunts are listed by hunt numbers for controlled
hunt areas, which consist of parts of one or more game
management units.

Controlled hunt areas are different for each species. For example
controlled hunt areas for deer are not the same as controlled
hunt areas for elk, pronghorn or black bear.

For an explanation of controlled hunts and how to apply, see
pages 108 - 113. When picking a controlled hunt, make sure to
use the hunt number from the current year’s seasons and rules.

Detailed big game hunting rules and restrictions begin on
page 95. License requirements and fees begin on page 117.

Notes on licenses and tags:

A hunting license is required to hunt. A trapping license is
required to trap gray wolf. In addition, a tag is required for all
big game species.

Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD)

Harvest and disease monitoring data indicate that CWD
positive animals are concentrated in the Slate Creek
drainage. A removal effort was conducted this spring to
reduce deer densities in the drainage.

Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD)

CWD has been detected in Idaho. All deer, elk, and moose harvested in Units 14 and 15 are subject to mandatory CWD
testing. For CWD rules see page 96 and visit idfg.idaho.gov/cwd for the most up-to-date information.

Mandatory Hunter Report

For each deer, elk or pronghorn tag purchased, hunters must submit a report 10 days after harvest, or if the hunter did not
hunt or harvest, 10 days after the closing date of their season, see page 9.

Citizens Against Poaching (CAP)

Call 1-800-632-5999 to report wildlife violators. Callers may remain anonymous and rewards are available.

Helicopter Surveys and Big Game Capture Operations

Hunters may encounter biologists conducting helicopter surveys and capture operations during late season hunts December
through March. They will try to avoid flying where hunters are observed.

Hunting in a CWD Management Zone

Chronic wasting disease (CWD) testing is required for
deer, elk, and moose harvested in a designated Idaho CWD
management zone (Units 14 and 15 as of February 2023)
within 10 days of harvest.

¢ Yes, if you harvest in a unit adjacent to Units 14 or 15.

* Yes, if you harvest a deer, elk, or moose in any unit that
borders Montana, Wyoming, or Utah.

¢ Yes, if you hunt in any other units and are concerned about
whether your deer, elk, or moose may be infected with CWD.

Transporting game from CWD areas

It is unlawful to transport deer, elk, or moose out of a designated
CWD management zone (currently Units 14 and 15). However,
there are exceptions for meat and some other animal parts.

(excludes major holidays). Have your license or tag number
available.

Information Collected: Hunters with an elk, deer, or
pronghorn tag will be asked if they hunted, the weapon(s) they
hunted with, the number of days hunted, the game management
units hunted in, and if the hunter harvested an animal.

If a hunter harvested an animal, they will be asked additional
questions such as the date of harvest, the sex of the animal, the
number of antler points on deer or elk or the length of horns on
the pronghorn (in inches), and the weapon used.

For Black Bear, Moutain Lion or Gray Wolf

Report your harvest in person at any Idaho Fish and Game
regional office, official checkpoint, or to a conservation officer
within 10 days of the date of kill. Reporting unsuccessful hunts
for these species is not required at this time.

Information Collected: Hunters with a black bear, mountain
lion or gray wolf tag must present the skull and portion of

the hide with evidence of sex attached, to an Idaho Fish and
Game regional office, official checkpoint, or a Fish and Game
conservation officer for removal and retention of a premolar
tooth and to have the hide tagged with an official state export
tag. Fish and Game’s headquarters office is not equipped to
check black bears, mountain lions or gray wolves.

No person may have in possession, except within 10 days of the
date of kill, any raw black bear, mountain lion, or gray wolf pelt
without an official state export tag attached, unless that person
possesses a fur buyer or taxidermist license or appropriate import
documentation.

Additional Information

A hunter may authorize another person to comply with the
above requirements if that person possesses enough information
to accurately complete the necessary questions. A proxy
statement is required if an in-person check is needed, see

page 101. Moose, sheep and goat have their own reporting
requirements, refer to the current Moose, Bighorn Sheep and
Mountain Goat Seasons and Rules for more information.

Hunters with valid Idaho licenses and tags in their

possession can hunt mule deer and/or white-tailed deer.

Bag Limit: No person may take more than one deer per legal
tag in his or her possession.

Can | purchase more than one deer tag?
Beginning in early August, residents and nonresidents may buy
one unsold nonresident general season deer and/or elk tag at
the nonresident price to be used as a second tag except second
deer tags cannot be used in Units 10, 104, 12, 16A, 17, 19
and 20. Second elk tags are not available for the Elk City Zone.
Extra controlled hunts and depredation hunts also offer the
opportunity for hunters to purchase an additional controlled
hunt tag, see pages 108 — 112.

Youth only hunt: Some deer hunts are for youth only. See
pages 110 and 114 for more information.

Antlered deer: Deer with at least one antler longer than
3 inches. In "antlered only" seasons, or any hunt with point
restrictions, antlers must accompany the carcass while in transit.

Antlerless deer: Deer without antlers or with antlers
shorter than 3 inches may be taken in a season open for
antlerless deer or either sex.

Two-point deer: Deer with no more than two points on
one side, not including the brow point or tine, and at least one
antler longer than 3 inches (as long as a deer has no more than
two points on one antler, it may have multiple points on the
other antler). A point is an antler projection that is at least

1 inch long and longer than the width of the projection.

Three-point deer: Deer having at least one antler with
three or more points, not including the brow point or tine.

Species identification: In secasons restricted to mule deer
only or white-tailed deer only, if the head is removed, the fully-
haired tail must be left naturally attached to the carcass.

Archery and Muzzleloader Permits

Any person hunting in an "archery only" season, including
controlled hunts, must have their license with archery permit
validation.

and location as the deer/elk hunt, see page 111.

Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD): CWD testing is
required for deer, elk, and moose harvested in a designated
CWD management zone (Units 14 and 15 as of February
2023) within 10 days of harvest. See page 96 for more
information and visit idfg.idaho.gov/cwd for the most up-to-
date information.

hunting, but is still used for other purposes.

Wildlife can be poisoned from ingesting
lead.

Reduce Your Risk:

Use non-lead, copper or
other high-weight retention
ammunition.

Liberally trim around the wound
channel.

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2022 ELK POPULATION STATUS BY ELK ZONE

lk populations fluctuate
continually in response to
weather, harvest, predation,
land management actions,
fire events, invasive species,
private land use, and
development. To maintain
elk hunting experiences
desired by sportsmen, the
Idaho Department of Fish
and Game (IDFG) manages
herds within Commission-adopted ranges by adjusting hunting
seasons and hunter numbers. These adjustments ensure we
provide high-quality hunting opportunities, maintain availability
of general season hunts with over-the-counter tag sales, and
minimize conflicts with agriculture. IDFG also works closely
with land managers and private landowners to ensure the
existence of high-quality elk habitat throughout the state

Elk herds currently are within or above management objectives

in 17 of 22 elk management zones that have established numeric
objectives for the number of bull elk, and in 15 of 22 zones with
set objectives for the number of cow elk. Hunting opportunities

in these zones range from trophy quality bull hunts to “extra”
cow hunts. In zones currently below objectives, IDFG is working
hard to improve elk survival and increase the populations by
reducing or eliminating cow harvest, adjusting bull harvest, and
intensively managing predators to reduce predation.

In the six Idaho elk zones without numeric population
objectives, traditional aerial abundance survey techniques are
impractical due to either low elk densities or heavy timber.
IDFG uses other metrics to assess elk population health and
trends in these zones, such as hunter success and agricultural
depredations. In the Panhandle Zone, elk populations are
managed based on population and harvest trends and new
techniques are being developed to estimate abundance in the
zone.

Changing conditions and management challenges have always
been part of the landscape, but with responsive management
and more than 150,000 elk, Idaho continues to provide an
incredible variety of excellent elk hunting opportunities desired
by sportsmen.

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2023 ELK HUNTING SEASONS

Ik hunting is managed in 28 elk zones. Idaho has a two-

tag system to offer elk hunters the most general season
choices. Hunters may select one zone and choose either an “A
tag” or a “B tag” for that zone. Some zones offer only an A tag.
In general, A tags provide more opportunity for muzzleloader
and archery hunters, and B tags provide more opportunity for
centerfire rifle hunters.

Bag Limit: No person may take more than one elk per legal
tag in his or her possession.

Can | purchase more than one elk tag?

Beginning in early August, residents and nonresidents may buy
one unsold nonresident general season deer and/or elk tag at
the nonresident price to be used as a second tag except second
deer tags cannot be used in Units 10, 10A, 12, 16A, 17, 19
and 20. Second elk tags are not available for the Elk City Zone.
Extra controlled hunts and depredation hunts also offer the
opportunity for hunters to purchase an additional controlled
hunt tag, see pages 108 — 112.

Antlered elk: Only elk with at least one antler longer than
6 inches may be taken in any season which is open for antlered
elk only. In antlered seasons, including spike-only, antlers must
accompany the carcass while in transit.

Antlerless elk: Only elk without antlers or with antlers
shorter than 6 inches may be taken in any season which is open
for antlerless elk only.

Spike elk: Only elk with no branching on either antler and
at least one antler longer than 6 inches may be taken in any
season which is open for spike elk only. A branch is an antler
projection at least 1 inch long and longer than the width of the
projection.

Brow-tined elk: Only elk having at least one antler with

a visible point on the lower half of the main beam which is 4
inches or greater in length may be taken in any season open for
brow-tined elk only.

Archery & Muzzleloader Permits

Any person hunting in an "archery only” season, including
controlled hunts, must have their license with archery permit
validation. Any person hunting in a "muzzleloader only”
season, including controlled hunts, must have their license with
muzzleloader permit validation.

Youth Only Hunt: Some elk hunts are for youth only.
See pages 110 and 114 for more information.

Youth Resident General Elk Tag

Youth resident elk hunters who purchase a general season elk
zone tag while they are between ages 10 and 17, inclusive, may
participate in any A or B tag elk season within the specified
zone until they are 18 years of age, regardless of whether

they purchased an A tag or B tag. All other season, weapon
restrictions, and commission rules apply. Nonresident youth elk
hunters and controlled hunts are excluded.

Nonresident Hunters
Nonresident hunters in general season deer and uncapped elk
zone hunts are limited, see page 119.

Option to Use Nonresident Deer/Elk Tags

An unfilled nonresident deer/elk tag may be used in the same
hunt unit/zone/area to harvest a black bear, mountain lion, or
gray wolf instead of a deer/elk, as long as the season for black
bear, mountain lion, or gray wolf is also open at the same time
and location as the deer/elk hunt, see page 111.

Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD): CWD testing is
required for deer, elk, and moose harvested in a designated
CWD management zone (Units 14 and 15 as of February 2023)
within 10 days of harvest. See page 96 for more information and
visit idfg.idaho.gov/cwd for the most up-to-date information.

Mandatory Hunter Report
